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Our goal is the successful reintegration of every warfighter.
Our program is available to active duty, reserve, veteran, and retired military personnel, as well as first
responders. We accept military personnel from any conflict, operation, or branch. There is never any
cost to the warfighter. Our participants receive room, board, tuition, and materials when they attend.
